The importance of a good education 
As you know, a good education gives your child the best possible start in life.  A 
good education helps young people to obtain secure employment and develop into 
mature and responsible citizens. The purpose of the Education (Welfare) Act 2000 is 
to encourage regular school attendance and participation in education and training for 
as long as possible. It is desirable that every child stays in school and completes the 
Leaving Certificate.  
 
National Educational Welfare Board 
Under the law, every child must attend school regularly up to sixteen years of age or 
complete at least three years education in a post primary school whichever comes lat-
er. The National Educational Welfare Board (NEWB) was established to support 
school attendance and follow up on children who are not attending school regularly. 
 
Our School Policy  
As a parent, you must let the school know if your child is absent and the reason why. 
It is school policy that reasons must be given in writing.  The school will notify 
the National Educational Welfare Board if a child is absent for 20 days or more or 
where the absence gives rise to concern.  
 
If your child is sick or is absent for other good reasons, no action will be taken by the 
NEWB.  However, if there is concern about your childôs attendance at school or 
about the reasons given, you may be visited by an Educational Welfare Officer who 
will discuss your childôs education with you.  The Officer will work with you and 
take full account of the circumstances of the child and the family before deciding 
what further action is necessary to ensure that the child receives his/her entitlement to 
an education.  
Every June in the Summer Report parents are notified about the attendance of their 
child during the year. 
 
Further information concerning the new service and about school attendance matters 
generally can be obtained from the national Lo-Call Education Helpline (Telephone 
1890 36 36 66) which is staffed by an Educational Welfare Officer.

¶ On the first day and for the first few weeks of school in September children and 
parents should go straight in the main front door (by the playground) and go to the 
Junior Infant Classroom.  After this you can drop them off in the school yard - we 
will notify you about this again by note. 

 

¶ Please note: the OôRahily Street door is not to be used by parents at any 
time. It will be locked throughout the day.   This is for the safety of your 
children. 

 
Collecting your child:  

¶ The children should be collected from the Junior Infant Yard (just outside the 
Emergency Exit door of each classroom) each day.  Boys will be told to tell and 
show the teacher the person who is collecting him. 

¶ Please ensure that you are in time to collect your son as delays may cause him to 
worry.  Also, make sure that he knows who is going to collect him. 

¶ If you child is being collected by a different person than the person who usually 
collects him - please send a note to your childôs teacher that morning - to avoid 
confusion and upset.  The same applies if your child is being collected during the 
school day. 
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What to bring on the first day: 

¶ The only thing that your child will need is a light healthy lunch (see Healthy Lunch Poli-
cy).  

¶ Refreshments will be provided for parents in the Staff Room after you drop off your 
child. 

¶ If you have any questions do not hesitate to contact the school at any time.   

¶ Before bringing your son to school please explain to him what will happen re: teacher, 
other  children, sitting down, lunches and so on. This will help ease any fears that your 
son may have. If possible ask older brothers and sisters to talk about school in a positive 
way. 

 

¶ Please send in a small box clearly labeled with your childôs name for words, an old t-
shirt for painting and a spare underpants during the first month. 

 
Books and Belongings 

¶ We will write to all parents during early July outlining all of the above again and we will 
also send you your childôs booklist so that you will be able to get everything ready for 
September in good time.   

¶ Please send in your childôs books, copies and folders in a separate plastic bag with 
the bag and itôs contents labelled clearly. 

¶ Please ensure all belongings are labelled clearly: books, copies, folders, pencils, 
twistables etc. 

¶ P    , in particular those that are likely to be removed i.e. coats, 
hats, jumpers, sweatshirts, gloves and scarves. Labels can be purchased in Cashôs Shop, 
Rossa Street. These really are essential as similar items are often impossible to distin-
guish between. 

¶ There will be an information meeting for new parents in  October. 

¶ There is no need for the boys to bring in toys to the school, with the exception of dinkies, 
which the boys use to play with the car park area in the playground. 

¶ Please keep an eye on our school website and download our Links each month.  It will 
keep  you informed of all that is going on in the school.  This will also be sent home in 
your childôs bag and will have to be signed - so we know that you have read it. 

Please note: if you decide not to send your son to Scoil na mBuachaill² this 
September it is vital that you let us know as soon as possible.   
We will be sorting out classes for 2018/2019 before Easter based on     en-
rolment.
